This checklist is for the condo portion of the building, which is pursuing TGS Tier 2 and
LEED Platinum certification. Energy efficiency measures include a high performance envelope, in-suite ventilation heat recovery, efficient heating and cooling
equipment, efficient light fixtures coupled with occupancy sensors, regenerative elevators, and other strategies to ensure that it performs at least 25% more efficiently
than SB-10 requirements. Low flow plumbing fixtures are selected for optimal water efficiency. Material selection favours recycled, regional, and low toxicity products.
